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Having a Baby in Italy

Here is some helpful information when having a
baby in Italy. The listed offices are always
available for additional information and assistance.

The American Red Cross

The Red Cross offers a Translator service for new
parents. When a child is born the hospital fills out
the Red Cross Birth Registration form which is
then faxed to the Red Cross office. Upon receipt of
the form someone from the Red Cross calls to talk
with the new parents. All the information on the
Red Cross Birth Registration is confirmed along
with the availability of the parents to go downtown
to register the baby. At this time the Red Cross
will contact an Interpreter to set up an appointment
and will contact the family with the date and time.
If their baby is born at San Bortolo Hospital, it is
the parents’ responsibility to contact the Red Cross
to fill out the Birth Registration and arrange a time
to go and register the baby. The parents are
responsible for transporting the Interpreter
downtown and bringing them back to post.

NOTE: The parents are only allowed 10 days
starting on the day the baby is born, to register the
birth downtown, this includes weekends and
holidays.



The parents are instructed to bring the following
documents to the Red Cross at the time of their
appointment with the Interpreter:

If the sponsor is married:

e Sponsor’s ID card,or a copy if deployed
Spouse’s passport
Marriage certificate
Statement of Birth
General or special power of attorney if the
sponsor is deployed

If the sponsor is single:

e Sponsor’s ID card, or a copy if deployed
Other parent’s passport
General or special power of attorney
Statement of Birth
Both parents must go downtown to
register the birth. If the sponsor is
deployed the mother will need an affidavit
that can be drafted by the Legal Office
and notarized stating the father’s
permission to be listed as the father on the
birth certificate.

When the sponsor is married the child will be
listed under the mother’s Soggiorno.

If sponsor is single:
e Sponsor’s ID card, or a copy if deployed
e Italian birth certificate
e Orders stationing you in Italy
e 4 pictures taken by the official photo
studio

When the sponsor is a single soldier, the child will
be given their own Permesso di Soggiorno.

Command sponsorship is necessary for family
members to live in Italy while Service Members
are stationed here.

DA Form 4187 can be printed off online, filled out
by you, and signed for approval by your company
commander.

For Soldiers whose spouse is already command
sponsored and living in Italy, and has a baby, DA
Form 4187, will allow MPD to place the child in
the Family Travel Database and produce a memo
for the new child’s command sponsorship.
